Eradication efforts are being
implemented where ever EAB is
known to occur.

Symptoms to watch for...

Emerald Ash Borer (EAB)

Adult: Dark metallic green in color, 2 inch long and o
1/16 inch wide. Active from mid-May to late-July. Larvae: Creamy-white in color and reach

Adults may be found feeding on ash leaves. up to 1 % inches long and 1/8 inch wide.
Larvae can be found year round under the

bark in “S”"- shaped feeding tunnels.

yellowing leaves dead branches “suckering” at base

EAB attacks black,
green and white ash
trees (Fraxinus spp.).

Mountain ash, not a
true ash, is unaffected.
